For the purposes of the 2010 White & Case Canabliational Division Qualifying Tournament, this
version of theCanadian Rulegeplaces th©fficial Rulesin their entirety. However, for the purposes @& th
2010 White & Case International Rounds, @ficial Rules shall apply.

The Canadian Timetable for the 2010 White & Caseadan National Division Qualifying Tournament is
deemed to be an integral part of tBanadian Rules The dates appearing in the Canadian Timetable

0.1 Definitions

0.2  Administration of the Competition

(b) All materials developed by ILSA for the Compietn, including, without limitation, thefficial
Rules and the Competition Problem (also known as theciaff Compromis of the Competition as
supplemented, clarified, or corrected by the ILS€eé&utive Office) are the sole property of ILSA, andy
not be reproduced for any purpose other than pation in or administration of the Competition out
the express and prior written consent of the Exeewirector of ILSA. In addition, all Memorials beme
the sole property of ILSA, and may not be repulgdhvithout its express consent.

0.3  Structure of the Competition

(@) The Competition consists of two levels: (1) @vimg Tournaments, and (2) the International
Tournament. Qualifying Tournaments are held in ezation where more than one Team participatesen th
Competition. The International Tournament represéime final level of the Competition, designatedhees
White & Case International Rounds, and includedifneary Rounds, Advanced Rounds, and the World
Championship Jessup Cup Round. Each Tournamentstomg written pleadings (Memorials) and oral
pleadings (Oral Rounds).

(b) The Executive Director of ILSA will determindéa exact number of Teams participating in the
International Tournament and the manner in whi@dy thre chosen, provided that each participatingpmat
is permitted to enter at least one Team in therhiateonal Tournament of the Competition for evesp t
Teams participating in that nation’s Qualifying Toament(s). In nations where only one Team
participates, that Team is the National Represimetéd the International Tournament.

0.4  Establishment of Qualifying Tournaments

If more than one Team registers from a particuéiom or jurisdiction, the Executive Director ofSIA will
inform all such Teams that a Qualifying Tournamesiit be necessary to determine which Teams will
advance to the International Tournament. The Nati®tepresentative(s) to the International Tournamen

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0.5 Administrators

€)) The Executive Director of ILSA will appoint @&dministrator for each Qualifying Tournament. The
Executive Director of ILSA will inform Teams of theame and contact information of the Administraibr
their Qualifying Tournament as soon as practicablee Administrator will designate the date and tma
for the Qualifying Tournament and must conduct @elifying Tournament consistent with these Rules
and in consultation with the Executive Director.

(b) An Administrator may not serve as a Team Advimoin any other way assist a Team registered in
his or her Qualifying Tournament. An Administrataay not act as a judge in actual or exhibition Rizun
of his or her Qualifying Tournament.

0.6 National Rules Supplement

(@) The ILSA Executive Office encourages all Adratrators to formulate a National Rules Supplement
for their Qualifying Tournaments.

(b) National Rules Supplements must be submittedno approved by the ILSA Executive Office
before they may be adopted and enforced by an Adtrator. An Administrator shall submit a National
Rules Supplement to the ILSA Executive Office fppeoval as soon as practicable but no later than tw
weeks prior to the commencement of the Qualifyimyrhament, unless the National Rules Supplement
modifies the memorial submission procedure, in Whiase no later than two weeks prior to the merhoria
submission deadline indicated in @éicial Schedule

(c) An Administrator must submit a National RulegpBlement for approval by the ILSA Executive
Office if:

() the Administrator intends to introduce additbrrules or otherwise modify the Official Rules,
taking into consideration the needs of the QualdyiTournament and the best interests of the
Competition;

(i) the Administrator expects more than 15 Teamparticipate in the Qualifying Tournament; or
(i) the ILSA Executive Office requests the Adnstriator to adopt a National Rules Supplement.

(d) Upon approval of a National Rules Supplemér#, I SA Executive Office shall post that National
Rules Supplement on the Jessup website, and thanistirator shall immediately notify every affected
team that a National Rules Supplement has beemaggand adopted.
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0.7 Power to Promulgate Additional Measures

The Canadian Council on International Law (CCIL)sha special relationship with the Canadian
Tournament in the provision of certain prizes, fio®s to obtain commitments from potential host@als
each year and in the provision of an emergency fuml to assist a host school unable to cover resge
through fund-raising. The CCIL has no authority whiecomes to rule interpretation, penalty assessme

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CANADIAN RULE 2.0 PARTICIPATION AND ELIGIBILITY
2.1  Team Eligibility

€)) All law schools, law faculties, and institut®with international law-related degree programseda
in Canada are eligible to participate in the Camadiournament. All determinations of eligibilityeain the
discretion of the ILSA Executive Office. In certagxceptional cases, the ILSA Executive Office, in
consultation with the Canadian National Adminigiratmay grant eligibility to institutions with desg
programs in international relations, provided thdéquate instruction in international law will beadable

to the Team.

(b) Each school or institution may enter one Tekmextenuating circumstances, the Canadian National
Administrator may petition the ILSA Executive O#ficin writing, to allow multiple Teams from a siegl
school or institution. Such representation may kbewvad if it is established that each Team fulfitle
participation and registration requirements of @enadian Rulesand one of the following conditions is
met: i) a local competition would be difficult anpossible to hold due to school regulations, caendr
other circumstances beyond the control of the CanadNational Administrator or the participating
Canadian Teams; or ii) the Teams represent diffecatieges, faculties, branches, departments, or
campuses of the same school or institution andbeilparticipating independently of each other.

(© Any Team which is composed of more than fivememembersGanadian Rule 2.2 or which
utilizes improper outside assistan€@afadian Rule 3.}, the Bench Memorandun€énadian Rule 3.9 or
another Team’s MemoriaC@anadian Rule 3.1pwithout authorization under these fianadian Ruleswill
be disqualified from the Competition. The Canadiational Administrator may also disqualify a Teaon f

2.2  Team Composition
A Team may be composed of two to five Team Membehg®) shall be the only individuals contributing to
the work product of the Team over the course ofGbmpetition Year. The Competition Year begins fua t
date of the release of the Competition Problemeamd$ at the conclusion of the International Toureratn
Substitutions of Team Members are not permittedrafie release of the Competition Problem except in
extenuating circumstances and only with the pernomnssf the ILSA Executive Office.

2.2.1 Minimum Requirements for Team Member Eligiityl

A student may be a member of a Team if he or she:

(@) is pursuing a law degree or an internationatdelated degree; and

(b) is enrolled at an eligible institution as aldirine or part-time student during the relevant
academic year and plans to participate in the Cditiggeon behalf of that institution; and

(c) has not engaged in the practice of law in amiggliction after graduating from any type of
law degree program.
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2.2.2 ILSA Executive Office’s Written Permission Beired in Certain Cases

In addition to satisfyingCanadian Rule 2.2.1 a student must additionally obtain the written
permission of the ILSA Executive Office to be aigible member of a Team, if the student:

(@) is enrolled as a visiting or exchange studatiter than as a degree candidate, or is otherwise
enrolled at more than one institution;

(b) is serving as an extern or apprentice;

(c) has already received a graduate degree orgpadttate degree in a legal field (e.g., LL.M.,
J.D., Canadian LL.B., M.Phil. (International Lawyris Master, Ph.D.); or

(d) is enrolled in a program of study leading t@ast-graduate degree in a legal field (e.g.,
Ph.D., D.Phil.).

2.2.3 Executive Director’s Discretion

The Executive Director of ILSA shall have the detn to grant or deny eligibility in certain
exceptional circumstances notwithstanding the giroms ofCanadian Rule 2.2but shall do so only
in accord with the spirit of th@fficial Rules and theCanadian Rulesand in the best interests of the
Competition and the Canadian Tournament.

Team Selection Process

Team Members may be chosen by any method approyedebresponsible authority within the school,
subject to the following provisions:

2.3.1 Selection by Intramural Competitions

If a school wishes to hold an intramural competitto determine the composition of its Team, the
current Competition Problem may not be used, urd@gsoved in writing by the Executive Director
of ILSA.

2.3.2 Nationality Requirements

The Canadian National Administrator may not, withthe written approval of the Executive Director
of ILSA, set nationality requirements with regamdthe composition of Teams. Requests for such
approval must state clearly in writing the reasfomssuch a requirement and must be incorporated in
these th&Canadian Rulesin accordance with th@fficial Rules.
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24 Hosting Obligation

Each school or institution must host the Canadiaarifament at least once for every fifteen (15) year
participates in the Competition. If a school ortitogion fails to meet its hosting obligation, tl&anadian
National Administrator may temporarily disqualifiget school or institution from entering a Team ie th
Canadian Tournament until such time as the schoolstitution agrees to host.

3.2 Penalty for Receiving Outside Assistance

3.3  Assistance from Team Advisors

€)) A Team Advisor means an individual, such asach or other advisor, who at any time during the
competition year has responsibility for organiziagdyising, or training a Team, whether or not a foemnof
the faculty of the institution represented by tream. All Team Advisors must register in accordanith
Canadian Rule 4.3Any student who is fulfilling any of the dutie$ @ Team Advisor, but is not otherwise
registered as a Team Member, must register asra Adaisor.

(b) As a general principle, a Team shall have reagr number of Team Advisors than is necessary to
adequately prepare the Team for fair competitiootwithstanding the provisions @anadian Rule 3.1
Team Advisors, including student Team Advisors, meyvide advice to a Team, provided such advice is
limited to:

(@) general instruction on the basic principlestérnational law;
(b) general advice on research sources and methods;

(c) general advice on memorial writing techniques;

(d) general advice on oral advocacy technique;

(e) general advice on the organization and stractirarguments in the Team’s written and oral
pleadings;

() general commentary on the quality of the Teal®iml and factual arguments;
(g) advice on the interpretation and enforcemeihese th&€€anadian Rulesand
(h) advice as to pleading options or similar syegs.

34 Assistance from Other Teams

Team Members and Team Advisors from any Team, dnotu Teams that have been eliminated from the
Competition, may not provide assistance in any wayny other Team. Assistance hereby prohibited
includes, but is not limited to, giving the Teanmistes or Memorials to another participating Team,
engaging in practice moots against another padiitig Team, or providing video or audio tapes of
previous rounds, either practice rounds or competiburnament rounds, to another participatingrt.ela
certain circumstances, the Executive Director @ALmay allow for assistance, if deemed to be inbib&ts
interests of the Competition.
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3.5 Jessup Courses

Unless prior approval is granted in writing by tBrecutive Director of ILSA, Team Members may not
participate or be enrolled in a class or courseciwhises the current year's Competition Problem as a
subject matter of instruction, as a teaching tools a means for selecting Team Members. No appi®v
necessary if student enrolment in the course igdono Team Members. In any case, even when approv
is unnecessary or has been granted by the Exeddireetor of ILSA, Team Members must comply with
the other provisions o€anadian Rule 3.0regarding Outside Assistance. Students enrolled ressup
course who are not selected to be Team Membersotaghare or discuss their work with Team Members,
and any such work must be discarded.

3.6 Firm Sponsorship

In instances where a law firm sponsors a Teamptbmbers of the sponsoring firm, including lawyers,
librarians, and administrative staff, may not vieléhe provisions o€anadian Rule 3.0egarding Outside
Assistance.

3.7 Draft Memorials

Before Memorials are submitted, Teams may not idigie their Memorials to anyone who is not a
registered Team Member or a registered Team AdvRegistered Team Advisors may provide feedback
on Memorials at any time provided they abide byphavisions ofCanadian Rule 3.3with respect to the
permissible advice which can be given to the Team.

3.8 Practice Rounds

(@) Teams may organize “practice rounds” of oraagings involving the Competition Problem to
prepare the Team for competition. In practice raJride persons presenting arguments for the Apybca
and the Respondents must be from the same Team.

(b) Registered Team Advisors may serve as judggsdatice rounds held at any time provided they
abide by the provision dfanadian Rule 3.3with respect to the permissible advice which carglven to
the Team.

(© Anyone who is not a registered Team Member oegastered Team Advisor may not serve as a
judge in practice rounds unless they:

(i) do so only after the submission of Memorials;

(i) are not formally affiliated with any other Tigain the Competition;

(i) abide by the provisions ofanadian Rules 3.9 and 5.@%ith respect to the confidentiality of the
Bench Memorandum;

(iv) confine their comments and feedback to genesahmentary on the advocacy style and technique
of the speakers, and to commentary respectingeahergl rules of international law; and

(v) refrain from making commentary or suggestiobsud specific substantive arguments.
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3.9 Confidentiality of the Bench Memorandum

€)) The Bench Memorandum, the memorandum of laves arthorities concerning the Competition
Problem prepared by the ILSA Executive Office fbe texclusive use of Competition judges, is strictly
confidential. The Executive Director of ILSA willisqualify any Team which makes use of the Bench
Memorandum. Teams who obtain a copy of the Benclm&tandum should immediately return it, without
examining the contents, to the Canadian Nationahifcstrator.

(b) Under no circumstances will Team Advisors bevpted with a copy of the Bench Memorandum,
until after the completion of the International Teament. Team Advisors who obtain a copy of thedBen
Memorandum should immediately return it, withoutaexning the contents, to the Canadian National
Administrator.

(c) The Bench Memorandum may not be used at peactands or any other event that is not the
Canadian Tournament or the International Tournament

(d) Individuals who have obtained access to thecBeviemorandum may not judge practice rounds
after such access is obtained.

5.1 Eligibility to Judge

the eligibility of persons to serve as judges foe tCanadian Tournament. There are no specific
gualifications necessary for an individual to bigible to act as a judge for either the Memorialgar the
Oral Rounds of the Canadian Tournament, subjetttedollowing provisions:

5.1.1 Students

Students may not act as judges, except articlingesits, or LL.M. and other post-graduate degree
candidates who are not directly affiliated with argam participating in the Canadian Tournament.

5.1.2 Team Advisors and Other Directly AffiliateceBsons

Any Team Advisor or person directly affiliated wighTeam may serve as a judge, so long as he or she
does not judge the Team with which the direct iatiibn exists.

5.2  Judges Affiliated With Schools in the Competitin

@) No judge should sit on a panel of any Oral Rbinvolving a Team from a school with which the
judge has an affiliation, acquaintance or otheg which would create an appearance of improprestgept

in situations disclosed to and approved by the GianaNational Administrator. Merely being an aluranu
of a participating school does not constitute dation of thisCanadian Rule 5.2(a)

(b) A judge should advise the Canadian National Adstrator that he or she should potentially be
disqualified from judging a particular Team if heste has a personal or professional relationskilp tvat
school or someone affiliated with that Team, anthatt relationship might jeopardize his or her imiadity

or create an appearance of impropriety. HoweverGnadian National Administrator need not disdyali

a judge from judging an Oral Round merely becahegudge has an acquaintance with a Team Member or
other affiliation or relationship with a particulschool.
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5.3 Notification of Potential Conflicts

The Canddaional Administrator may not act as a judge in
actual or exhibition Oral Rounds of the Canadianrfiament.

In cases where a ChanfgioReund judge has also presided over Preliminary
Rounds, the Canadian National Administrator maympethis judge to view a Team in a Championship
Round which the judge previously viewed in a Preiemy Round, if such viewing serves the best irdisre
of the Canadian Tournament.
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5.6 Bench Memorandum

The Bench Memorandum shall be distributed to th#ggs, except those judges who are also Team
Advisors of any Team in the Competition. Judges tnkeep the contents of the Bench Memorandum
strictly confidential from Team Members and Teanwvi&drs until after the completion of the Internatb
Tournament.

5.7  Commentary by Judges

Judges are encouraged to provide direct feedbacketons regarding the Teams’ performance at the
completion of each Oral Round. In providing sucedigack, judges are admonished to give due regard to
the time limitations and schedule of the Canadiaariiament, and must abide by the following:

Administrator to reveal this information.

7.2.3 Font and Font Size

The font and size of the text of all parts of thervbrial, excluding the Cover Page but including the
footnotes, must be Times New Roman 12-point.

7.2.4 Line Spacing

The text of all parts of the Memorial, excludingetiRover Page, Table of Contents, and Index of
Authorities, must be at least double-spaced. Txieaefootnotes may be single-spaced, but theret mus
be at least double-spacing between separate festnbhe text of headings may be single-spaced, but
there must be at least double-spacing between kealling and the body-text of the Memorial.
Quotations to sources outside of the Memorial maylock quoted (i.e. right and left indented) and
may be single-spaced if the quotation (excludirggriotes) has a least fifty words.
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7.2.5 Advanced Features of Microsoft Word

Teams are advised that judges will take the follgmnto account in evaluating the Statement of
Facts. A well-formed Statement of Facts should ibetéd to the stipulated facts and necessary
inferences from the Competition Problem. The Statgnof Facts should not include unsupported
facts, distortions of stated facts, argumentatitaements, or legal conclusions. The Competition
Problem typically omits certain facts which migha kelevant or dispositive to the outcome of the
case. Teams will be judged on their ability to @onf the facts to their arguments without creating
new facts or drawing unreasonable inferences fl@rCilompetition Problem.

7.3.5 Summary of Pleadings

A well-formed Summary of Pleadings should consfsa substantive summary of the Pleadings of the
Memorial, rather than a simple reproduction ofttleadings contained in the Pleadings.

7.3.6 Legal Argument Limited to Pleadings
Substantive, affirmative legal argument or leg&tipretation of the facts of the Competition Prable

may only be presented in the “Pleadings” part effMemorial. Summaries of such arguments may be
included in the Questions Presented and the Sumaif&leadings.
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7.4 Length

(b) Each Team shall notify the Canadian Nationatniustrator, by no later than February 25, 2010, of
the moot position chosen by each Team member fiir @aal Round of the Canadian Tournament.

(c) Prior to the beginning of each Oral Round, ebem must indicate to the bailiff/timekeeper how i
wishes to allocate its forty-five (45) minutes argdn) its first oralist, (b) its second oralistdafe) rebuttal
(for Applicant) or surrebuttal (for Respondenthe Team may not allocate more than twenty-five) (25
minutes, including rebuttal or surrebuttal, to erftloralist. Time allocated for but not used by analist
may not be used by another oralist, or in the taebur surrebuttal. In extenuating circumstances, t
Canadian National Administrator has discretion éonit a single oralist to argue beyond the twentg-f

8.2.2 Scope of Pleadings

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8.3 Language Requirements

For the purposes of the Canadian Tournament, dealdmgs may be in either English or French. Each
Team shall notify the Canadian National Adminigiratoy no later than November 6, 2009, of the
language(s) chosen by the Applicants for the olahgings and the Respondents for the oral pleadings
Each Team shall also notify the Canadian Natiordthiistrator, by no later than November 6, 200%hef
language chosen by each Team member for the aatlipigs.

8.3.1 Simultaneous Interpretation

Every Team patrticipating in the Canadian Tournanseatl participate in Preliminary Rounds consistiig
six (6) Oral Rounds, three times as Applicant damdd times as Respondent. Each Team shall, tcetireel
possible, face any opposing Team only once in tieéirfinary Oral Rounds of the Canadian Tournament.
In the event that Teams must face each other i2y@reliminary Oral Rounds, each Team shall plead
Applicant in one Round and Respondent in the diwemd.

10.1.1 Pairings

The pairing of Teams for the Preliminary Roundghe Canadian Tournament shall be done, in the
first instance, by a random draw. Pairings and M of opposing Teams will be distributed to
Teams at least two (2) weeks prior to the first @dythe Canadian Tournament. The Canadian
National Administrator may modify the pairings tocaunt for absent Teams or other contingencies. If
Teams must be newly paired, they must be providéud their new opponents’ Memorials as soon as
reasonably possible, but at the very least fift€Es) minutes prior to the start of the newly paired
round.

10.2 Advanced Rounds
(@) There are no Quarterfinal Rounds or Semifir@aliitls in the Canadian Tournament.

(b) The Canadian National Administrator shall hdaldee Canadian Tournament - Championship
Rounds among the six (6) highest ranking Teams tf@rCanadian Tournament - Preliminary Rounds. The

(c) The Canadian National Administrator shall pdevieach Team advancing to the Canadian
Tournament - Championship Rounds with a summarnthefTeam'’s scores, including both Memorial and
oral pleading raw scores and round points for khbth Team and the opposing Teams faced, for each
Preliminary Round in which the Team competed. Teath&ancing to the Championship Rounds will not,
however, be provided with the individual judge’msheets or notes until after the completion ef th
Canadian Tournament. Teams advancing to the Chasigip Rounds will also not be provided with a
summary of the opposing Team’s scores, either M@hor oral pleading raw scores or Round points,
unless the opposing Team was faced during a PranmyiRound in which the Team competed and then
only the scores from that particular PreliminaryuR0 will be provided.
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10.2.1 Exercise of Pleading Option

If the agipg Team fails to declare its pleading option
within the five (5) minute period, it too shall feit the pleading option.

(c) In cases where the pleading option has bedritied by both Teams, the determination of
which Team will argue which side in the ChampiopsRound shall be determined by a coin toss. If
the coin toss results in “heads”, then the higheking Team from the Preliminary Rounds will plead
the Applicant side. If the coin toss results inil$a then the higher ranking Team from the

Preliminary Rounds will plead the Respondent sidee Canadian National Administrator shall toss
the coin.

(d) Team Advisors may assist a Team with its plegudiption choice without being in violation of
Canadian Rule 3.1
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10.2.2 Exchange of Memorials

Memorials shall be exchanged immediately upon dexase of the pleading option or the coin toss,
whichever is the case. The Teams will then be grhrd reasonable time to prepare for the
Championship Round.

10.3 Religious Scheduling Conflicts

The Canadian National Administrator shall make wgveffort to accommodate reasonable religious
observances of Team members in scheduling Oral d&owWuch Teams must notify the Canadian National
Administrator in writing at least eight (8) weeksgp to the beginning of the Preliminary Roundstioé
Canadian Tournament. If rescheduling proves imptssio accommodate a Team member’s religious
observances, the Team will be asked to argue atctieduled times.
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CANADIAN RULE 11.0 TOURNAMENT SCORING
11.1 General Scoring Procedures

(@) Judges should judge the Teams on the overalltguwf their performances, not on the underlying
merits of the case.

(© The Canadian National Administrator shall pdsvijudges with Scoresheets. Judges, of both
Memorials and Oral Rounds, may employ a point sgpsystem of their individual choice to aid them in
making their individual determinations.

11.2 Memorial Scoring Procedures for the Preliminay Rounds of the Canadian Tournament
11.2.1 Memorial Judge Panels

For the purposes of the Preliminary Rounds of tlemadian Tournament, when possible, each
Applicant Memorial will be independently evaluatdry four (4) Memorial judges and each
Respondent Memorial will be independently evaludbgdfour (4) Memorial judges; however, for
each Applicant Memorial and each Respondent Merhonily three (3) of the four (4) scores will be
utilized for the purposes of scoring at the Camadiaurnament. In exceptional instances, a three (3)
judge panel for the scoring of Memorials is permbies A two (2) judge panel for scoring Memorials
is also permissible.

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11.2.2 Memorial Scores

Howevethdf Executive Director of ILSA only permits Canada
to advance two (2) Teams, then the First Place $@dond Place Teams shall represent Canada as
Competitive Teams at the 2010 White & Case Intéonat Rounds, and the Third Place Team shall have
the option of representing Canada as an Exhibiteeim at the 2010 White & Case International Rounds.

CANADIAN RULE 15.0 HARASSMENT PoLicy
15.1 Purpose

(@) It is the policy of Jessup Canada to prevegtfarm of harassment, unlawful or otherwise, based
age, gender, race, colour, religion, creed, angesttional origin, citizenship, language, marisshtus,
family status, sexual orientation, physical or naédisability, political belief or any other leggalprohibited
ground for discrimination. The two-fold objectivétbis policy is to provide an environment whiclsfers
mutual respect and learning free of harassment, tangrovide procedures for handling complaints,
remedying situations, and imposing discipline wharassment does occur.

(b) It is the obligation of Jessup Canada to enthaethis policy and the procedures hereundefare
and are applied fairly. It is therefore necessarprovide an environment in which victims of harasst,

including sexual harassment, feel free to bring glamts forward. It is equally important that thasgainst
whom allegations are made have a full and fair ojpmdty to respond to those allegations.

15.2 Definition of Harassment

(@) Harassment is defined as any inappropriate igdlysvisual or verbal conduct directed against a
person for which there is nmona fideand reasonable justification which has the purpmseffect of: (a)
creating an intimidating, hostile or offensive eowviment; and/or (b) unreasonably interfering with a
individual's performance at the Competition. Forefsharassment include, but are not limited to: (a)
unwelcome verbal or physical advances; and (b)abxuacially or otherwise derogatory or discrimatary
materials, statements or remarks. Harassmentyifioam, will not be tolerated.

(b) Harassment may occur as a single encounteseri@s of incidents, persistent innuendoes oathre
Behaviour constituting harassment is often a maitgrerception and interpretation. Tolerance folatvis
considered acceptable behaviour may vary widely regmiadividuals. As a general rule, harassment is
considered to have taken place if a person knowsught reasonably to know the behaviour is
unacceptable.
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15.3 Complaint Procedure
15.3.1 Written Complaint

(@) Any individual who believes that he/she hasnb&ébjected to harassment should immediately
report the incident to the Canadian National Adstnaitor, unless the alleged harasser is the Canadia
National Administrator and in that case the allegacthssment should be immediately reported to the
Executive Director of ILSA.

(b) All reports of harassment must be made in mgitand shall include sufficient details of the
conduct that forms the basis of the complaint,udcig the names of the parties involved and any
witnesses to the conduct.

(c) Confidentiality is not the same as anonymityr & complaint to go forward, the identity of the
complainant and the details of the complaint mestdbeased to the Canadian National Administrator,
the Executive Director of ILSA, the person agaimbbm the complaint is made, and those involved in
the application of this complaint procedure. Infatran regarding the complaint will only be released
to those with a need or right to know.

15.3.2 Right to Respond

(@) As soon as possible, and no more than seveatayg) after receiving the written complaint, the
Canadian National Administrator, or the Executiveebtor of ILSA as the case may be, shall deliver
a copy of the written complaint to the person agialwhom the complaint has been made (“the
respondent”).

(b) After receiving a copy of the written complaitihe respondent shall have ten (10) days to
respond in writing to the complaint. The writterspense should be delivered to the Canadian
National Administrator or the Executive Director fSA as the case may be. The response may
include, but is not limited to: (a) an acknowledginer denial of the validity of the complaint, in
whole or in part; (b) new information; and/or (cp@posal for resolution of the complaint.

15.3.3 Right to Investigation

(@) As soon as possible, and no more than sevedaf®), after receiving the written response to
the complaint, the Canadian National Administratmrthe Executive Director of ILSA as the case
may be, shall deliver a copy of the written resgotosthe complainant.

(b) Upon receipt of the written response, the cammgint may accept the response as full
resolution of the complaint, or on the basis of Wrédten response, the complainant may choose to
request in writing that the Canadian National Adstiator, or the Executive Director of ILSA as the
case may be, investigate the complaint and takapdirsary action where required.

(c) No disciplinary action will be taken againstyaalleged harasser without a written complaint
and a written request for an investigation.
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15.4 Investigation

(@) Upon receipt of a written request for an inigggton, the Canadian National Administrator, oe th
Executive Director of ILSA as the case may be, Istpaéstion the complainant, the respondent, anéi suc
other persons as she/he considers may have informagrtaining to the complaint.

(b) Upon completion of the investigation, the CaaadNational Administrator, or the Executive
Director of ILSA as the case may be, shall prepavneitten report which shall include an assessréttie
applicability of the policy and a description oétfacts of the case, both disputed and undisputed.

(© To ensure due process, both the complainanttidddespondent are expected to participate and
provide evidence in a timely manner. In cases whikes complainant does not participate or provide
evidence within a reasonable time, the investigatmay be abandoned. In cases where the responaesnt d
not participate or provide evidence in a reasontirle, the investigation may nevertheless proceed.

(d) As part of the written investigation reportet@anadian National Administrator, or the Executive
Director of ILSA as the case may be, shall conciwtiether an incident of harassment actually toalcel
and shall set forth the recommended disciplinatyoag if any. In determining whether an incident of
harassment actually took place, the Canadian Natiddministrator, or the Executive Director of ILS#s
the case may be, shall employ an assessment ainsbpity that takes into account not only whae th
complainant and respondent actually experienceewkior understood about one another or the situatio
but also what a reasonable person in each of ¢irewumstances would or ought to have experienceolk

or understood.

15.5 Disciplinary Action

€)) The Executive Director of ILSA has completecd#ion to review the written investigation report
and determine the appropriate disciplinary actibany. Disciplinary action can include, but is rdiobited

to: (a) a warning; (b) conditions being placed otuffe participation in the Competition; or (c) arpanent
ban placed on future participation in the CompatitiDisciplinary action may also include a repainig
made to the dean of the law school with which #epondent is affiliated, and/or a report being ntadee
law society of which the respondent is a member.

(c) The Executive Director of ILSA shall notify mriting the Canadian National Administrator, the
complainant, and the respondent of his/her decidibe written decision shall include a copy of tmiten
investigation report, as well as the reasons ferBkecutive Director of ILSA’s decision.

(d) The decision of the Executive Director of ILSAall be final, and there shall be no appeal dhbis
decision.

15.6  Multiple Proceedings

The fact that a complaint is being pursued undesetprocedures does not preclude the complainamt fr
pursuing other processes which may be available.
