Afghanistan National Rules Supplement

2012 Philip C. Jessup International Law

Moot Court Competition

In accordance with Official Rule 1.5, the Afghanistan National Rules Supplement to the Official Rules of the 2012 Philip C. Jessup International Law Moot Court Competition has been adopted by the Afghanistan National Administrator and approved by Executive Director of the International Law Students Association.

I. Submission of Memorials supplement to Official Rule 6.1:

Article 1: 
All teams are required to submit their memorials no later than 11:59 pm local time on 1 January 2012 to the Afghanistan National Administrator (hereinafter the National administrator) by email at ghrezamohammady@gmail.com; or in the alternative, by delivering the memorials in electronic format (e.g., on a flash drive) to the National Administrator so that it arrives by 11:59 pm local time on 1 January 2012. 

Article 2: 
It is recommended that both Applicant and Respondent Memorials be attached and sent in one email. 

Article 3:
If a team is not able to submit both memorials in one email before the National Deadline, it is possible to submit the memorials in separate emails. National penalties will only be imposed on the memorial submitted after the deadline.

Article 4:
The National Administrator shall submit all memorials received prior to the international deadline to the ILSA Executive Office at jessup@ilsa.org no later than 11:59 pm local time on 10 January 2012. 

Article 5:
The National Administrator shall submit each team’s memorials to the ILSA Executive Office in separate emails. 

Article 6:
The National Administrator is not responsible for submitting any memorials received later than 11:50 pm local time on 4 January 2012 to the ILSA Executive Office.
II. Memorial Penalties supplement to Official Rule 11.1: 
Article 7:
Memorials submitted after the national deadline may incur five (5) penalty points for the first day of tardiness and two (2) penalty points per day thereafter.
Article 8:
A team may be disqualified from the National Competition, if it fails to submit both Applicant and Respondent memorials before 11:59 pm on 4 January 2012.

Article 9:
Those memorial penalties which are not mentioned in the present rules will be regulated by The Official Rules of The 2012 Philip C. Jessup International Law Moot Court Competition.
III. The Afghanistan National Round of the Philip C. Jessup International Law Moot Court Competition (hereinafter the National Competition):
Article 10:
The National Competition shall take place from 7 to 11 January 2012 in Kabul, Afghanistan. Four days of the preliminary rounds will be held in Tetra Tech DPK compound in Kabul and the Final round will take place in Afghanistan Supreme Court on 11 January 2012. Teams will be notified by the national administrator, immediately, in the event of any changes to the dates and locations of the national competition.
IV. Additional rules:
Article 11:
The present supplemental rules do not preclude the application of the 2012 Official Rules unless it has been expressly mentioned here.
Article 12:
All Afghan teams participating in the national competition shall comply with any procedural arrangements made by the National Administrator on the basis of the national competition’s best interest.
Article 13:
The National Administrator has the discretion to waive any penalty points mentioned in the present supplemental rules and provides the authoritative interpretation.
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
